To Our Friends,

As Chair of the SUNY Charter Schools Committee, I am proud to reflect on another year of strong growth and performance 
across the SUNY charter portfolio. From Buffalo to Brooklyn, our collective efforts continue to demonstrate why charter 
schools remain impactful.

The results speak for themselves. SUNY charter schools once again produced incredible academic outcomes, with 
15 schools ranking among the top 25 public schools statewide in mathematics and seven in English language arts. 
Economically disadvantaged students, English language learners, and students with disabilities also outperformed the 
statewide average this past year in both subjects. Additionally, SUNY charters continued to close the achievement gap 
for Black and Hispanic students at higher rates than district counterparts—and graduate students at higher rates as well.

These remarkable outcomes are a direct result of our charter schools’ relentless commitment to high expectations and 
academic rigor.  Our schools have also continued to expand music and creative arts programs and the social and emotional 
supports that help students thrive.

This level of success is only possible when the autonomy granted to a charter school is matched by the strong accountability 
set forth in New York’s charter law and SUNY’s renewal policies and practices. The Institute’s ability to conduct rigorous 
oversight—while also providing meaningful support to a growing portfolio of nearly 240 schools—has made it a national 
model among authorizers. The Committee and I are deeply grateful for the Institutes’ work and for our schools’ shared 
commitment to students, families, and the communities they serve.

But more hard work remains — our schools need to do more to build community support, expand arts, music, and sports, 
and tell their success stories.

Looking ahead, we will continue to deepen our collective impact by supporting families across New York State — while 
remaining firmly focused on our core mission: cultivating an environment for strong public charter schools to take root 
and thrive.

Success Academy Charter Schools NYC
 
Success Academy’s Summer Experience Program offers 
students the chance to expand their knowledge and 
skills in immersive, global settings. This past summer, 
two 11th-grade students from Success Academy High 
School of the Liberal Arts–Harlem traveled more than 
2,500 miles to pursue their passions. Leonardo Risaliti 
explored Iceland’s backcountry, backpacking up to 6.5 
hours daily. Ermina Kahn studied medicine at the Oxford 
Royale Summer School in the U.K., culminating in a 
research paper and presentation on a groundbreaking 
medical technology for Type 2 diabetes.

Wildflower New York Charter School
 
Wildflower New York Charter School continues to 
actively collaborate with a range of organizations, 
including the New York City Public Schools’ Office of 
New School Development and Design, which recognized 
Wildflower as a model for public Montessori education 
and invited the school to support the development of its 
P.S. 482 Montessori program.

Bedford Stuyvesant New Beginnings Charter School 2
 
Bedford Stuyvesant New Beginnings Charter School  recently hosted the NYC Charter Operations Roundtable to 
highlight how experiential learning can be embedded into a school’s model. Executive Director Nicholas Tishuk shared 
how the school launched its innovative Enrichment Week framework—two separate weeks each year where students 
engage in hands-on, project-based learning centered around topics like music production, eSports, culinary arts, 
wellness, international studies, and more. Each cycle concludes with student-led presentations. Tishuk also discussed 
the operational planning involved, including staff training and building student buy-in.

New Roots Charter School 

New Roots Charter School students in the African 
American Cultural Studies class attended the unveiling 
of a Harriet Tubman statue at Binghamton University, 
an event sponsored by the Harriet Tubman Center for 
Freedom and Equity. They were joined by New York 
State Senator Lea Webb for this powerful and inspiring 
moment.
